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BURGLARY ADVICE 

 

The area has been targeted heavily recently with burglaries. Officers continue to do regular patrols in the area in the day and at 

night. Please see below our recommendations to help us keep you and your property safe.  

Here is what we recommend you do before you exit your property  

- Close and lock all doors and windows. Even if you’re only out of the 

property for a few minutes. 

- Make sure valuables are out of sight. 

- Shut curtains and leave lights on.  

- Use a timer to automatically turn lights on.  

- Set your burglar alarm.  

- Make sure gates are locked.  

- Lock all sheds and garages.  

- Do not leave car keys or handbags near letter boxes or cat-flaps.  

- Get CCTV on your property, not only does this capture the burglar at it, it 

also deters them.

OP Fortune 

 

In 2022, Leicestershire Police have been analysing how they can put the 

right resources in the right place at the right time to prevent and detect 

burglaries. 

Operation Fortune, running in the Hinckley and Blaby area since 

September, has seen increased proactive police patrols, leading to 32 

arrests and 19 properties searched for stolen material. Stolen property has 

been recovered including vehicles, drugs and cash. Burglary has reduced 

in the area by 40%.
