Throughout the year there will be a focus on spoken language - this will be evident in children’s play and the interactions between staff and children as well as children and children.
Examples of CAL within the Early Years are oral story-telling, nursery rhymes, high quality talk, NELI Programme, daily story time, learn and embed new vocabulary, story mapping, daily
singing, Makaton signs, visual support and listening games.
Screen all children with WELLCOMM at Baseline, Christmas and Summer for children to identify as Red.

Participate in small group, class and one-to-one discussions, offering their own ideas, using recently infroduced
vocabulary.
Offer explanations for why things might happen, making use of recently infroduced vocabulary from stories, non-fiction,
rhymes and poems when appropriate.
Express their ideas and feelings about their experiences using full sentences, including use of past, present and future
tenses and making use of conjunctions, with modelling and support from their teacher.

ELG: Listening, Attention and Understanding
Listen attentively and respond to what they hear with relevant questions, comments and actions when
being read to and during whole class discussions and small group interactions.
Make comments about what they have heard and ask questions to clarify their understanding.
Hold conversation when engaged in back-and-forth exchanges with their teacher and peers.

Throughout the year there will be a focus on PSED and the use of the Thrive approach within The Early Years. This will be evident in children’s self-regulation and executive function. Long-
term planning for areas of continuous provision will highlight different elements of PSED for all areas of provision. Examples of PSED and Thrive in action within the Early Years are daily
mindfulness sessions, giving vocabulary to feelings through story and the introduction of strategies to support emotional regulation.
